Program Description

The St. Mary’s County Department of Recreation
and Parks School Age Center (S.A.C.) program
provides children in the county elementary
schools (grades Pre K-5) competent, quality care
for those who otherwise would be without adult
supervision during the crucial hours before school
begins and after it ends.

A wide variety of participatory activities are
offered for the children to enjoy. These include:
arts and crafts; table games; reading; completing
homework; dramatic play; active play, science;
special events and interests; and morning and
afternoon snacks.

Days / Hours of Operation

The S.A.C. program operates during the public
school calendar year as established by the St.
Mary’s County Board of Education, EXCEPT for
federal holidays. During the school year (August-
June) the program operates Monday - Friday, 6:30
a.m. - 9:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. - 6:30 p.m. Some
schedules may vary slightly as some schools have
early arrival and dismissal times.

Child Care Options

The S.A.C. program offers a variety of
extended day options. Parents may select
the option, which best suits their extended
day needs as follows:

Before School ONLY 6:30a.m. - 9:00 a.m.

After School ONLY 3:30 p.m. - 6:30 p.m.
Before and After School 6:30 a.m.- 9:00 a.m.
&3:30p.m.-6:30p.m.
